PROGRAM STRUCTURE

In the first year students study subjects of humanitarian,
health-saving, psycho-pedagogical modules. They do physical
training and begin studying philological disciplines (classical
languages, history and theory of lanquage, dialectologuy,
theory of literature, history of ancient and medieval foreign
literature). In the third year students master methods of
teaching Russian lanquage and literature, expressive reading,
study morphology of modern Russian language, history of
literature. In the 4th-5th year, they master the syntax of
the Russian lanquage, get acquainted with modern Russian
and world literature, and complete courses in the history of
Russian and foreign literature. During the second to fifth
years, students do a number of internships: introductory,
teaching in summer camps, internships to gain basic research
skills, pedagogical internships in secondary schools. In the
end students defense graduate qualification work.
